Summary of Legislation: This legislation would require the Department of Veteran’s Services, in consultation
with the Department of Health and Mental Hygiene, to conduct a one-year feasibility study regarding a possible
pilot program which would provide reconsolidation of traumatic memories therapy for veterans. The study must
assess whether such therapy is advisable for veterans in New York City, the potential costs of the pilot, the
potential number of people served—as well as a recommendation whether such a pilot should move forward. A
report on the study shall be submitted to the mayor and city council six months after the study’s completion.
The report must also be posted online.
