Justification:
Tenants who use CityFHEPS rental assistance vouchers often face discrimination from landlords who refuse to rent to voucher holders, and can face eviction when the City does not issue monthly rent payments on time. One concern frequently raised by landlords and tenants is the late arrival of rental payments. While voucher discrimination is illegal, it is imperative that we remove all potential barriers for tenants seeking to utilize housing vouchers. Disbursing rental assistance payments seven days before the end of the month will help ensure that rent is paid on time and reduce discrimination against voucher recipients.
