A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to establishing a pilot program for location-specific vending licenses for Fordham Road in the borough of the Bronx.

Justification: 
Fordham Road is a high-traffic location for street vending, often contributing to sidewalk congestion and sanitation concerns for local businesses. To address these issues, this bill creates a localized licensing process to permit vendors to operate on designated roads adjacent to Fordham Road. By limiting unregulated vending along this corridor, the city can balance the needs of vendors, local businesses, and the community. The bill also requires the city to publish a report on the effectiveness of the pilot program before making the program permanent.
