Justification: 
New York City owns a large amount of property, yet some of the space remains unused, even while the city has ongoing needs for affordable housing and community services. This bill would require the Department of Citywide Administrative Services to provide detailed reports on the use, condition, and vacancy of city property, including what work is needed to bring vacant properties into use. By increasing transparency and requiring the city to create plans to utilize empty space, this bill would reduce the waste of city resources and help ensure that city property is effectively used to support the needs of New Yorkers.
