A local law in relation to requiring the police department to study the impacts of implementing an internal disciplinary matrix
Bill Summary:

This bill would require the New York Police Department (NYPD) to study the feasibility, process and impact of implementing an internal disciplinary matrix in response to official violations of NYPD rules of conduct. The NYPD would also be required to submit a report to the mayor and the speaker of the council on the results of its study as well as recommendations on how to improve disciplinary measures and a plan for implementing an internal disciplinary matrix.
Effective Date:
Immediately and is deemed repealed 120 days after a report is submitted in accordance with subdivision c of section 1 of this local law.
