	Title: A local law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to alteration permits.
	Sponsors:
Council Member Martinez, the Speaker (Council Member Quinn) and Council Members Dilan, Brewer, Fidler, Gentile, Monserrate, Seabrook, Vacca and Liu

	Summary of Legislation:  This legislation amends Section 27-147 of the administrative code of the city of New York, to require the commissioner of the Department of Buildings to develop a protocol or procedure to notify the fire commissioner of the issuance by the Department of Buildings of any permit resulting in “the issuance of a new or amended certificate of occupancy or other change in the use and occupancy of the premises” for which the permit has been issued.  The legislation also requires that this notification be given to the fire commissioner no more than one business day after the commissioner of the Department of Buildings has issued the permit. The procedure established as a result of this legislation is to be implemented by the commissioner within ninety days of the date on which this legislation takes effect.



	Effective Date: This local law would take effect thirty days after its enactment.
