TITLE:  

A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to regulating tobacco products by establishing price floors, minimum package sizes, and prohibiting delivery to consumers
BILL SUMMARY:

This bill imposes packaging requirements and sets a price floor for packages of cigarettes, tobacco products, and non-tobacco shisha. The cigarette package price will rise from $10.50 to $13 per package, while smokeless tobacco and shisha packages will be set at $8 and $17, respectively. The cigar price floor is calculated at a rate of $2 per cigar in a package, and cannot fall below $8 per package.  Retail dealers of cigarettes and e-cigarettes are also prohibited from delivering cigarettes, tobacco products, and e-cigarettes to consumers. The bill amends existing penalties and procedures to include violations of provisions of this bill.

EFFECTIVE DATE:

180 days after enactment
