          8  Commission. In 1965, this law was signed by Mayor

          9  Robert Wagner and was in response to public outcry

         10  over the loss of architecturally and historically

         11  significant Pennsylvania station, and it has been a

         12  law that has not only been valuable to New York City

         13  but has been sort of a trailblazer throughout the

         14  nation, and so today this resolution is brought

         15  before this Committee, just in commemoration and

         16  reaffirmation of this Council's commitment to the

         17  law and to preserving our architectural significant

         18  buildings and history.

         19                 So, I want to thank the Committee

         20  Chair for expeditiously addressing this matter and

         21  ask all my colleagues to join in passing this

         22  resolution.

         23                 There will be a ceremonial tomorrow

         24  in which we will again commemorate the 40th

         25  anniversary, and it should be a wonderful moment.
