Justification:

The legislation is important to ensure the effectiveness and accountability of non-profit programming funded by the City of New York, especially programming contracts valued at one million dollars or more. By requiring the Mayor’s Office of Contract Services to hire independent non-profit evaluators to examine the effectiveness of non-profit programming and summarizing their findings, the bill strengthens oversight and helps to ensure public funds support programs that deliver meaningful results for New Yorkers.
