RESOLUTION NO. 811

Resolution approving the decision of the City Planning Commission on ULURP No. C 250046 ZMQ, a Zoning Map amendment (L.U. No. 249).

	WHEREAS, Queens Future, LLC, filed an application pursuant to Sections 197‑c and 201 of the New York City Charter for an amendment of the Zoning Map, Section No. 10b, by changing from an R3-2 District to a C8-4 District and establishing a C8-4 District on demapped parkland, which in conjunction with the related action would facilitate a new 3.7 million gross square-foot, mixed-use development including a gaming facility, music hall, hotel, convention space, parking and other amenities, as well as approximately 25 acres of designed public park and green space in Flushing Meadows Corona Park, Queens (ULURP No. C 250046 ZMQ) (the "Application");

WHEREAS, the City Planning Commission filed with the Council on February 21, 2025 its decision dated February 19, 2025 (the "Decision") on the Application;

	WHEREAS, the Application is related to application C 250047 MMQ (L.U. No. 250), a City Map amendment to demap parkland and to map and demap streets;

WHEREAS, the Decision is subject to review and action by the Council pursuant to Section 197‑d of the City Charter;

WHEREAS, upon due notice, the Council held a public hearing on the Decision and Application on March 6, 2025;

WHEREAS, the Council has considered the land use and other policy issues relating to the Decision and Application; and

	WHEREAS, the Council has considered the relevant environmental issues, including the Positive Declaration issued on November 8, 2023 (CEQR No. 23DME006Q) and a Final Environmental Impact Statement (FEIS) for which a Notice of Completion was issued on February 7, 2025.  The proposed project, as analyzed in the FEIS, identified significant adverse impacts with respect to transportation and construction transportation; and potential significant adverse impacts related to hazardous materials would be avoided through the placement of (E) designation (E-834) as described in the FEIS. The proposed mitigation measures are summarized in the FEIS.
 
RESOLVED:

Having considered the FEIS with respect to the Decision and Application, the Council finds that: 
 
1. The FEIS meets the requirements of 6 N.Y.C.R.R. Part 617;  

2. The environmental impacts disclosed in the FEIS were evaluated in relation to the social, economic, and other considerations associated with the actions that are set forth in this report; 

3. Consistent with social, economic, and other essential considerations from among the reasonable alternatives available, the action is one which avoids or minimizes adverse environmental impacts to the maximum extent practicable; and

4. The adverse environmental impacts disclosed in the FEIS will be minimized or avoided to the greatest extent practicable.
	
	The Decision, together with the FEIS issued February 7th, 2025, constitute the written statement of facts, and of social, economic and other factors and standards that form the basis of this determination, pursuant to 6 N.Y.C.R.R. §617.11(d).

Pursuant to Sections 197-d and 200 of the City Charter, the Decision and Application, the environmental determination and consideration described in the report, C 250046 ZMQ, incorporated by reference herein, and the record before the Council, the Council approves the Decision of the City Planning Commission.

The Zoning Resolution of the City of New York, effective as of December 15, 1961, and as subsequently amended, is further amended by changing the Zoning Map, Section No. 10b:

1. changing from an R3-2 District to a C8-4 District property bounded by the southerly street line of Northern Boulevard, the former westerly boundary line of Flushing Meadows-Corona Park, the southerly boundary line of Flushing Meadows-Corona Park, a line 970 feet southwesterly of Seaver Way, Roosevelt Avenue, and Grand Central Parkway; and

2. establishing a C8-4 District on demapped parkland bounded by the southerly street line of Northern Boulevard, a line 970 feet southwesterly of Seaver Way, Roosevelt Avenue, and the former westerly boundary line of Flushing Meadows-Corona Park;

subject to the conditions of CEQR Declaration E-834, Borough of Queens, Joint Interest Area 81.
