A local law to amend the New York City Charter, in relation to the qualifications for the office of Council Member.


NEW YORK CITY CHARTER:  
Amends Section 4 of Chapter 1; Paragraph a of Section 24 of Chapter 2; paragraph a of Section 25; Section 91 of Chapter 5 and paragraph b of Section 81.


On July 15, 2002, the Committee met to hear public testimony on Introductory Bill Number (“Int.”) 238.  On July 23, 2002, the Committee voted 8 to 0 in the affirmative, in favor of Int. 238.  On July 24, 2002, the Council voted 46 to 2 in favor of Int. 238.  On August 20, 2002, the Mayor sent a message (“M302”) to the City Council vetoing Int. 238.  M302 was presented to the Council at the Stated Meeting on September 12, 2002.  


Today, the Committee will vote on whether to override the Mayor’s veto of Int. 238.  For procedural clarity, we will be voting once on two coupled items.  The first item is a motion to receive and file M302, which is done for the purpose of completing the record.  A “yes” vote to this item will only mean that M302 is accepted into the official record of the Council proceedings and does not mean agreement with its contents.  The second item is the following substantive motion- Shall Int. 238 pass, the objection of the Mayor notwithstanding?  


The Chair recommends a “yes” vote on the two coupled items.
