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Bill Title: 
A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to requiring the department of correction to report on its distribution of feminine hygiene products to female incarcerated individuals and female individuals arrested and detained in the custody of the department for at least 48 hours

This bill would require the Department of Correction (DOC) to produce an annual report on its distribution of feminine hygiene products during the preceding 12 months. The report would include a table in which each row references an individual feminine hygiene product request.  Each row would include the following information, set forth in separate columns: a unique identifier for each female incarcerated individual and each female individual arrested and detained in the custody of the department for at least 48 hours who made such request, the date of the request, the type of product requested, the quantity of product requested, the date on which the department provided the product in response to the request, the quantity of product the department provided on the date of the product request, the department facility where the request was made, and if the department did not completely fulfill the request, an explanation from the department for the unfulfilled request.
