I. BACKGROUND
On May 19, 2026, the Committee on Governmental Operations, State and Federal Legislation, chaired by Council Member Gale Brewer, will hold a vote on Preconsidered SLR , State Legislation Resolution requesting the New York State Legislature to pass bills introduced by Senator Gounardes, S.10189, and Assembly Member Pheffer Amato, A.11154, “AN ACT to amend the retirement and social security law, in relation to the definition of overtime ceiling.”
II. PROPOSED LEGISLATION
The proposed legislation would remove the overtime ceiling for Tier 6 New York City Transit Authority members subject to the 25-Year and Age 55 Retirement Program for wages used to calculate member contributions and pension benefits.
