A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to expanding the retail dealer license to include retailers of tobacco products and setting caps on retail dealer licenses
BILL SUMMARY:

This bill expands the current requirement to possess a retail dealer license to sell cigarettes to include all retailers that sell any type of tobacco products. The bill will also restrict the availability of new retail dealer licenses by setting caps in community districts, thereby decreasing the number of licenses available over time through attrition.  The community district caps will not affect existing licensees who may continue to renew their licenses.

EFFECTIVE DATE:

180 days after enactment
