	TITLE: A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to requiring annual reports on employment turnover of school safety agents and other school safety personnel  
	SPONSOR(S): Council Members Dinowitz, Louis, Feliz, Shulman and Morano





SUMMARY OF LEGISLATION: Int. No. 788 would require the New York City Police Department (NYPD) or the Department of Education (DOE), as applicable, to report on employment turnover of school safety agents (SSA) and other school safety personnel. The bill’s reporting requirements include the number of SSA or school safety personnel whose employment was involuntarily terminated; the number of transfers for SSA or school safety personnel; the number of SSA or school safety personnel resignations; and the average length of employment for each SSA or school safety personnel. Reports concerning SSA would be due no later than the end of each calendar year quarter and reports concerning school safety personnel would be due annually at the end of the fiscal year.
