         22                 At this point everyone had an

         23  opportunity to review the subject matter and I am

         19                 COUNCIL MEMBER BERMAN: Yes, Mr.

         20  Povman. Thank you for the opportunity to do this. I

         21  am going down to a meeting now with the Council's

         22  response to the Mayor's Preliminary Budget. And I

         23  would like to vote aye.

         25                 CHAIRPERSON POVMAN: Roll call.

          3                 CHAIRPERSON POVMAN: Aye.

          4                 COUNCIL CLERK CHERRY: Spigner.

          5                 COUNCIL MEMBER SPIGNER: Aye.

          6                 COUNCIL CLERK CHERRY: Foster.

          7                 COUNCIL MEMBER FOSTER: May I be

          8  excused to explain my vote, Mr. Chairman?

          9                 CHAIRPERSON POVMAN: Council Member

         10  Foster.

         11                 COUNCIL MEMBER FOSTER: I see here

         12  that the Select Committee on Police Performance and

         13  Community Relations for Council Member Robinson for

         14  2,500, I think that is extremely low for the

         15  responsibility that she does have and will continue

         16  to have. Everyday policemen are shooting people,

         17  unarmed people, and I think that we need to do a

         18  little better than that than 2,500, compared to

         19  other subcommittee salaries.

         20                 Since it is already cast I vote aye,

         21  but I would like to make the reservation. That is an

         22  awesome responsibility, and I think you should

         23  increase it.

         24                 Aye.

         25                 COUNCIL CLERK CHERRY: Michels.
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          2                 COUNCIL MEMBER MICHELS: Mr. Chairman,

          3  may I be temporarily excused to explain my vote.

          4                 CHAIRPERSON POVMAN: Yes, Council

          5  Member Michels.

          6                 COUNCIL MEMBER MICHELS: I of course

          7  will be voting aye, and I want to commend the

          8  Speaker and the Council leadership for setting up

          9  this Committee on both the Census and our Police

         10  Performance and Community Relations. It appears to

         11  me that this is extremely important at this time.

         12  The timing is exquisite, as they say. It is very

         13  important that we have a Select Committee on Police

         14  Performance and Community Relations because of what

         15  is happening in the City. The City is in crisis, as

         16  far as the relationship with the minority community

         17  and the police in the City, and there has to be some

         18  reasonable and rational hearings and reports on this

         19  so we can get to the issue.

         20                 As far as the census is concerned, I

         21  know that we in 1990 census lost several billions of

         22  dollars as a result of the poor count, and

         23  unfortunately, this City, the Administration of this

         24  City is not taking any initiative, as far as I can

         25  see, in trying to get people counted.
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          2                 It is extremely important that the

          3  Council recognize this role and play this role. So,

          4  therefore, I vote aye.

          5                 CHAIRPERSON POVMAN: Continue the roll

          6  call.

          7                 COUNCIL CLERK CHERRY: O'Donovan.

          8                 COUNCIL MEMBER O'DONOVAN: Aye.

          9                 COUNCIL CLERK CHERRY: Wooten.

         10                 COUNCIL MEMBER WOOTEN: Aye.

         11                 COUNCIL CLERK CHERRY: Speaker, Mr.

         12  Vallone.

         13                 SPEAKER VALLONE: Aye.

         14                 CHAIRPERSON POVMAN: I understand that

         15  several members of the Rules Committee are involved

         16  in other Council business at this moment. As the

         17  vote stands right now, the item is adopted eight to

         18  nothing.

         19                 Please keep the vote open, and give

         20  the other members an opportunity to vote.
