SUMMARY OF LEGISLATION: Int. No. 1131 would require the Department of Transportation (DOT) to establish a task force to study options for making street design and infrastructure safer for pedestrians, motorists, cyclists, and operators of electric bicycles (also known as e-bikes) in consideration of increased use of electric bicycles and related collisions in New York City. This legislation would require the established task force to meet at least quarterly, and to submit a report to the Mayor and the Speaker of the Council with recommendations for legislation and policy within 270 days of the effective date, after which the task force would no longer be required to meet. The task force would terminate 180 days thereafter

IMPACT ON REVENUES: It is anticipated that there would be no impact on revenues as a result of this legislation. 

IMPACT ON EXPENDITURES:  The Council estimates that there would be no impact on expenditures resulting from the enactment of this legislation because DOT could utilize existing resources to fulfill the legislation’s requirements. Based on the Council’s analysis of current DOT operations, the agency’s budget, and what would be additionally required under this legislation, the Council estimates that Int. No. 1131 could be implemented using DOT’s existing resources and staffing. The Council disagrees with the Mayor’s Office of Management and Budget (OMB) estimate that additional funding could be required. Notably, OMB’s estimate includes operational expenses and the addition of one new full-time, year-round employee dedicated to the requirements of this legislation and estimates costs for this position for four fiscal years when Int. No 1131 only requires the taskforce be active for approximately 15 months after the enactment of the legislation.
