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Bill Title: 
A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to inspections of self-closing doors in residential buildings

Bill Summary:

This bill would require the Department of Housing Preservation and Development (HPD) to inspect self-closing doors in a building’s common areas at least once every two years. It would require HPD to notify the building owner immediately of any self-closing door violation, and requires that a building owner immediately take action to correct such violation. If such inspection reveals any immediately hazardous violation, HPD would conduct a re-inspection of the building after the building owner notifies HPD that such violation has been corrected or after 90 days since the agency identified the violation, whichever occurs first. Where a tenant or occupant of a residential building requests an inspection for an alleged violation, this bill would require that HPD inspect the immediate floor for self-closing door violations. If HPD discovers a violation, the agency would inspect all other common areas in such building to confirm any additional self-closing door violations.
