Title:
A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to newsracks.



Sponsor:
Council Members Moskowitz and Gallagher; also Council Members Comrie and Sanders, Jr.

Summary of Legislation: The proposed law would amend subchapter one of chapter one of title 19 of the administrative code of the city of New York by adding a new section 19-128.1. This section would require each person who owns or controls a newsrack on any sidewalk to maintain a general liability insurance policy naming the city of New York, and its departments, boards, officers, employees and agents as additional insured. In addition, it would require the Commissioner of Transportation to remove or cause to be removed from any sidewalk for a period of three consecutive months, every newsrack and the contents thereof under the ownership or control of any person who repeatedly violates any provision or provisions of this subdivision. Additionally, fines ranging from $100 to $500 would be imposed on violators of this local law.

Effective Date: This local law would take effect one hundred and eighty days after it’s enacted into law.
