TITLE:  

A Local Law to amend the New York city building code and administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to boarders, lodgers or roomers in a private dwelling
BILL SUMMARY:

This bill would increase the number of boarders, roomers or lodgers permitted in a private dwelling, such as for Bed and Breakfasts.
CODE SECTIONS AFFECTED:

· Amends Administrative Code §27-2004
· Amends Administrative Code §27-2078
EFFECTIVE DATE:

This local law takes effect on the later of the date of its enactment into law or the date of adoption of a zoning text amendment defining family in section 12-10 as including not more than four boarders, roomers or lodgers.
