To amend the New York city noise control code, the administrative code of the city of New York and the New York city building code, in relation to large wind turbines
Bill Summary:
This proposed legislation would amends the Administrative Code of the City of New York Section 1. Subchapter 5 of the New York City noise control code is amended by adding a new section 24-232.2 and Chapter 31 of title 28 of the administrative code of the city of New York by adding a new article 3114.
The local law would clarify the building department’s obligation to include wind energy generation in its toolbox of renewable energy technologies.  It would also require the department to develop or support standards and technologies and authorize the installation of large wind energy turbines and assemblies that are certified in appropriate locations. 
This local law takes effect ninety days after it becomes law, except that the commissioner of buildings and the commissioner of environmental protection may take such measures as are necessary for its implementation, including the promulgation of rules, before such date.
