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PROPOSED INT. NO. 30-A:

TITLE:
A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to the notification of community boards and council members of applications for new construction and certain demolition and alteration permits.

ADMINISTRATIVE CODE:
Amends section 27-191 by lettering the existing section as subdivision a, and by adding thereto new subdivisions b and c.

BACKGROUND AND INTENT:
On May 16, 2006, the Committee on Housing and Buildings, chaired by Council Member Erik Martin Dilan, will conduct a hearing on Proposed Int. No. 30-A, a Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to the notification of community boards and council members of applications for new construction and certain demolition and alteration permits.

Proposed Int. No. 30-A would require that Council Members and Community Boards receive notification from applicants seeking any permit from the Department of Buildings.

Proposed Int. No. 30-A:

Section 1 of Proposed Int. No. 30-A letters the existing section as subdivision (a) and adds new subdivisions (b) and (c).  New subdivision (b) provides that no application can be approved by the Department of Buildings (Department) unless the applicant certifies in writing that at least ten days prior to the submission of application, the Community Board and Council Member for the district in which the property is located have been notified in writing of the intent to file such application.  The notice to the Community Board and the Council Member must include a general description of the proposed work, the proposed occupancy and the number of units and location.

New subdivision (c) provides that the Department may not approve an application to raze or remove an existing building or structure if the building or structure in question is over seventy-five years of age, unless the applicant certifies in writing that the Council Member and Community Board in whose district the property is located were given notification in writing of the applicant’s intent to apply for a permit at least ten days prior to the filing of the application.

This local law would take effect ninety days after its enactment.

Amendments to Int. No. 30


Int. No. 30 did not include a notification requirement for any building over seventy-five years of age.  Also, under the original legislation, the Department of Buildings was responsible for providing the required notice to the Community Board and Council Member, respectively.  However, in the amended version the applicant is required to give such notice.
