	Title: A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to creating disclosure requirements for child care facilities.

	Summary of Legislation: This legislation would require each child care provider to post a sign in a conspicuous place at its entrance(s) stating that the most recent inspection report of the provider may be accessed through the website of the Department of Health and Mental Hygiene (DOHMH) or the website of the New York State Office of Children and Family Services (OCFS).  At a minimum, this sign must contain the name of the provider, its address, and license or registration number, as well as the maximum capacity of the provider and the number of staff employed by the provider.  This legislation would also require that each child care provider provide a summary of its most recent inspection report with information and application materials.  The legislation also requires that any child care provider that has been notified by DOHMH or OCFS that it has been cited for a serious violation under either section 390 of the State Social Services law or articles 5 and 47 of title 24 of the City Health Code must notify the parents of children receiving care from such provider within 24 hours of receiving such notice.  This legislation also includes monetary penalties for any provider who violates its provisions and grants the Commissioner of DOHMH the authority to promulgate rules to implement this legislation.



	Effective Date: This legislation would take effect 180 days after its enactment.
