A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to the operation of bicycles on sidewalks.

Summary of Legislation: The proposed law would amend subdivision 19-176 of local law number 6 for the year 1996 of the administrative code of the city of New York that prohibits a person from riding a bicycle on the sidewalk unless permitted by an official sign. Any person who violates this section of the law in a manner that endangers any other person or property shall be guilty of a misdemeanor, punishable by fine of not more than one hundred dollars, which may be recovered in a proceeding before the environmental control board. 

Effective Date: This local law would take effect immediately.
