Justification:
When productions film on New York City streets, they often block access and visibility to small businesses. They may restrict pedestrians from walking on a street while filming, or the equipment, vehicles, and staffing from these shoots can restrict the visibility small businesses need to get customers from off the street. In these instances, the production companies have no requirement to compensate impacted businesses for their lost revenue.

This bill would provide a better understanding of the impact these types of film shoots have on businesses, and begin the process to create a method for business owners to recover or prevent lost revenue.
