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TITLE:
AN ACT to amend the vehicle and traffic law, in relation to a fine for parked or unattended semitrailers or trailers on streets of a city with a population of one million or more.

BACKGROUND:


According to the Sponsor’s Memorandum in Support (MIS), the owners or operators of illegally parked tractor trailers or semitrailers are not fined for parking illegally.  The owners can retrieve their impounded vehicles by paying $160.00 towing fee.  According, to the Sponsor, for many tractor-trailer owners or operators this is a minimal fee and does not deter owners from parking illegally.  The proposed legislation would impose a $1,000 fine for tractor-trailers that are illegally parked.
PROPOSED LEGISLATION:  

The proposed legislation would amend section 1204 paragraph (2) of subdivision (b) of the Vehicle and Traffic Law.  The current law states that “ in any City with a population of one million or more, whenever, any police officer, or any person designated by the commissioner of traffic, finds a semitrailer or trailer without a tractor or towing vehicle attached, parked or unattended on any city street, such officer or person designated by the commissioner of traffic is hereby authorized to provide for the removal of such semitrailer or trailer to a garage, automobile pound or other place of safety.  ”  The proposed legislation would amend the law to include, that the owner or other person lawfully entitled to possession of such semitrailer or trailer shall be subject to a $1,000 fine.
