Bill Title: 
A local law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to reducing certain penalties for taxi and for-hire vehicle drivers
Bill Summary:
This plain language summary is for informational purposes only and does not substitute for legal counsel. For more information, you should review the full text of the bill, which is available online at legistar.council.nyc.gov.
This bill would reduce the monetary penalties for certain illegal activity by taxi and for-hire vehicle drivers. The four infractions affected are: a taxi driver seeking to ascertain a passenger’s destination before the passenger is seated in the vehicle, a taxi driver refusing to take a passenger to a destination in the City, a driver charging more than the metered fare in a vehicle subject to the metered fare and a for-hire vehicle driver engaging in an illegal street hail. The penalties for these offenses would be between $100 and $400, depending on the number of prior offenses by the driver, instead of from $200 to $1,000, as is currently the case. Additionally, the monetary penalty for illegal street hails in the exclusive yellow taxi hail zone in Manhattan and at airports would also be between $100 and $400, depending on the number of prior offenses, instead of from $2,000 to $10,000, as is currently the case.
