TITLE:
AN ACT to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to including in a twenty-five year retirement program members of the New York city employees’ retirement system employed as traffic enforcement agents (level 4); and to amend the retirement and social security law, in relation to including in a twenty-five year retirement program members of the New York city employees’ retirement system employed as traffic enforcement agents (level 4) who are subject to articles 11 and 15 of such law.
BACKGROUND:


As stated in the Sponsor’s Memorandum in Support (MOU), Traffic Enforcement Agents, Level 4, are members of the New York Police Department (NYPD) and are authorized to perform special duties, such as issuing and serving Criminal Court summonses and process, making arrests and performing car stops.  These agents are also assigned to major construction sites for the purpose of enforcing traffic and pedestrian safety and are given special assignments on the City’s arterial highways and sites of serious vehicle accidents.  These officers work under physically demanding conditions and face many of the same challenges faced by police, firefighters and emergency medical technicians.  This legislation would provide for a member paid 25-year retirement plan, regardless of age for level 4 traffic enforcement agents employed by the NYPD.

PROPOSED LEGISLATION:

Section 1 of the bill would amend section 13-157.3 of the administrative code of the city of New York to include traffic enforcement agents (level 4) in the definition of special officers within the category of peace officers.  Section 2 of the bill would amend section 13-157.3 of the administrative code of the city of New York to provide that the starting date of the program would be the effective date of the amendment to this section of the code.  Section 3 would amend the retirement and social security law to state that traffic enforcement agents (level 4) may retire without regard to age.  Section 4 of the legislation would amend the definition of “special officers” in section 445-f of the retirement and social security law to include traffic enforcement agents (level 4).  Section 5 of the legislation would amend section 445-f of the retirement and social security law to provide that the starting date of the program would be the effective date of the amendment to this section of the code.  Section 6 of the legislation would amend the definition of “special officers” in section 604-f of the retirement and social security law to include traffic enforcement agents (level 4).   Section 7 of the bill would amend section 604-f of the retirement and social security law to hold that the starting date of the program would be the effective date of the amendment to this section of the law.  Section 8 would amend section 613 of the retirement and social security law to include these agents in the list of special officers for whom the city of New York would be required to pick up and pay to the retirement system all additional member contributions which otherwise would be required to be deducted from such member’s compensation pursuant to section 604-e of the retirement and social security law.  Section 9 would amend section 13-125.2 of the administrative code to require the city of New York to pick up and pay all additional member contributions for these traffic enforcement agents pursuant to subdivision e of section 13-157.3.  Section 10 would amend section 125.2 of the administrative code to include these agents in the list of special officers for whom the city of New York would be obligated to pick up additional member contributions pursuant to section 445-f of the retirement and social security law.

EFFECTIVE DATE:

This legislation shall take effect immediately.
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
