..Title

A Local Law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to requiring the city of New York to prune trees that block traffic signs or signals within three days of notification.

..Body

Be it enacted by the Council as follows: 

Section 1. Title eighteen of the administrative code of the city of New York is amended by adding a new section 18-105.1 to read as follows:

§18-105.1 Trees and vegetation; creating obstruction. a. Within three days of written notification from a member of the council or a community board district manager, or upon the receipt of a complaint through the 311 system, the department shall prune any tree or vegetation, under public or private ownership, mentioned in such notification or complaint that obstructs the ability of pedestrians or vehicle operators to see any traffic signal, device or sign.  

  §2. This local law shall take effect upon enactment.
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
