	TITLE: An act to amend the New York city charter, in relation to allowing access to sealed records and certain confidential records by the New York city civilian complaint review board in furtherance of the board's duties and functions.

	SPONSOR(S):	Council Member Restler

	SUMMARY OF LEGISLATION: This state bill would amend the New York City Charter to provide that the Civilian Complaint Review Board must be granted access to any sealed record, or any record that is confidential pursuant to section 50-b of the Civil Rights Law, as long as this access is in furtherance of the Board's duties and functions. This bill would also provide that, once the Board receives sealed records, access to those records would be limited only to members and employees of the Board who have direct involvement in the matter requiring use of the records. The Board would be required to establish protocols in consultation with the City's Chief Privacy Officer to govern the proper acquisition, use, storage, and other handling and disposition of, and access to, records obtained pursuant to the new section.
