Resolution approving the decision of the City Planning Commission on ULURP No. C 250286(A) ZSK, for the grant of a special permit (L.U. No. 438).

[bookmark: _Hlk213198447]WHEREAS, Broadway Junction Partners LLC filed an application pursuant to Section 197-c and 201 of the New York City Charter for the grant of a special permit and proposed for modification pursuant to Section 2-06(c)(1) of the Uniform Land Use Review Procedures for the grant of a special permit pursuant to Section 74-743(a)(1) of the Zoning Resolution to allow the distribution of total allowable floor area without regard for the zoning lot lines or district boundaries, and to Section 74-743(a)(2) to allow the location of buildings without regard for the rear yard regulations of Section 23-34 (Rear Yard and Rear Yard Equivalent Requirements), 33-26 (Minimum Required Rear Yards), 33-28 (Special Provisions for Through Lots), 43-26 (Minimum Required Rear Yards), and 43-28 (Special Provisions for Through Lots), and the high and setback regulations of Section 23-432 (Height and setback requirements), 23-433 (Standard setback regulations), and 43-43 (Maximum Height of Front Wall and Required Front Setbacks), in connection with a proposed mixed-use development, within a large-scale development bounded by a line 100 feet northerly of Herkimer Street, Williams Place, Fulton Street, East New York Avenue, Williams Place, a line 98.58 feet northerly of Atlantic Avenue, a line 25 feet easterly of Van Sinderen Avenue, Atlantic Avenue, Van Sinderen Avenue, a line 236.58 feet northerly of Atlantic Avenue, a line 90 feet easterly of Van Sinderen Avenue, Herkimer Street, and Van Sinderen Avenue (Block 1555, Lots 19 and p/o 1; Block 1576, Lots 1, 34, and p/o lot 13; and Blocks 1577, Lots 1, 7, 17, 26, 32, 35, 51, 53, 56, 58), in C6-4 and M1-6 Districts, Borough of Brooklyn, Community District 5, Council District 37 (ULURP No. C 250287(A) ZSK) (the “Application”);
WHEREAS, the City Planning Commission filed with the Council on November 17, 2025 its decision dated November 17, 2025 (the “Decision”) on the Application;
[bookmark: _Hlk213198803]WHEREAS, the Application is related to the following applications: C 250285 ZMK (L.U. No. 434), a zoning map amendment to change an M1-2 District to C6-4 and M1-6 Districts; N 250284 ZRK (L.U. No. 435), an amendment of the Zoning Resolution of the City of New York (“ZR”), amending Article VII, Chapter 4 to modify special permit applicability with respect to the contiguity of ownership of zoning lots and APPENDIX F for the purpose of establishing a Mandatory Inclusionary Housing area; C 250288 PCK (L.U. No. 436), an acquisition and site selection of a privately-owned lot; and C 250287 ZSK (L.U. No. 437), a special permit pursuant to ZR Section 74-161 to allow Use Group VI retail and service use with floor area greater than 10,000 square feet;
WHEREAS, the Decision is subject to review and action by the Council pursuant to Section 197-d of the City Charter;
WHEREAS, upon due notice, the Council held a public hearing on the Decision and Application on December 3, 2025;
WHEREAS, the Council has considered the land use and other policy issues relating to the Decision and Application; and
WHEREAS, the Council has considered the relevant environmental issues, including the Positive Declaration issued on November 17, 2023 (CEQR No. 24DCP055K) and a Final Environmental Impact Statement (“FEIS”) for which a Notice of Completion was issued on November 6, 2025. The FEIS determined that approval of the proposed and related actions would result in significant adverse impacts related to transportation, air quality, and construction period traffic. Significant adverse impacts related to hazardous materials, air quality, and noise would be avoided through the establishment of an (E) designation (E-857) on the project sites. To ensure the implementation of Project Components Related to the Environment (“PCREs”) and other mitigation measures related to transportation and construction transportation, such measures are codified in a restrictive declaration dated November 17, 2025. 
RESOLVED:
[bookmark: _Hlk213199120]Having considered the FEIS with respect to the Decision and Application, the Council finds that:
1.	The FEIS meets the requirements of 6 N.Y.C.R.R. Part 617;
2.	The environmental impacts disclosed in the FEIS were evaluated in relation to the social, economic, and other considerations associated with the action(s) that are set forth in the Decision;
3.	Consistent with social, economic, and other essential considerations, from among the reasonable alternatives as provided in the Application, the action is one which minimizes or avoids adverse environmental impacts to the maximum extent practicable; and
4.	The adverse environmental impacts identified in the FEIS will be minimized or avoided to the maximum extent practicable by incorporating as conditions to the approval, pursuant to the restrictive declaration dated November 17, 2025, those project components related to the environment and mitigation measures that were identified as practicable.
The Decision, together with the FEIS, constitutes the written statement of facts, and of social, economic, and other factors and standards that form the basis of this determination, pursuant to Section 617.11(d) of the SEQRA regulations.
Pursuant to Sections 197-d and 200 of the New York City Charter, and on the basis of the Decision and Application, the environmental determination and consideration described in the report, C 250286(A) ZSK, incorporated by reference herein, and the record before the Council, the Council approves the Decision of the City Planning Commission.

The property that is the subject of this application (C 250286(A) ZSK) shall be developed in size and arrangement substantially in accordance with the dimensions, specifications and zoning computations indicated on the following approved plans, prepared by WXY Architecture & Urban Design, filed with this application and incorporated in this Resolution:

2. Such development shall conform to all applicable provisions of the Zoning Resolution, except for the modifications specifically granted in this resolution and shown on the plans listed above which have been filed with this application.  All zoning computations are subject to verification and approval by the New York City Department of Buildings.
3. Such development shall conform to all applicable laws and regulations relating to its construction, operation and maintenance.
4. No development pursuant to this resolution shall be permitted until the restrictive declaration dated November 17, 2025, and executed by Broadway Junction Partners LLC, as a condition of the special permit, is recorded and filed in the Office of the Register of the City of New York, County of Kings. Such restrictive declaration shall be deemed incorporated herein.
5. In the event the property that is the subject of the application is developed as, sold as, or converted to condominium units, a homeowners’ association, or cooperative ownership, a copy of this report and resolution and any subsequent modifications shall be provided to the Attorney General of the State of New York at the time of application for any such condominium, homeowners’ or cooperative offering plan and, if the Attorney General so directs, shall be incorporated in full in any offering documents relating to the property.
6. All leases, subleases, or other agreements for use or occupancy of space at the subject property shall give actual notice of this special permit to the lessee, sub-lessee or occupant.
7. Upon the failure of any party having any right, title or interest in the property that is the subject of this application, or the failure of any heir, successor, assign, or legal representative of such party, to observe any of the covenants, restrictions, agreements, terms or conditions of this resolution and the restrictive declaration whose provisions shall constitute conditions of the special permit hereby granted, the City Planning Commission may, without the consent of any other party, revoke any portion of or all of said special permit.  Such power of revocation shall be in addition to and not limited to any other powers of the City Planning Commission, or of any other agency of government, or any private person or entity.  Any such failure as stated above, or any alteration in the development that is the subject of this application that departs from any of the conditions listed above, is grounds for the City Planning Commission or the City Council, as applicable, to disapprove any application for modification, cancellation or amendment of the special permit hereby granted or of the restrictive declaration.
8. Neither the City of New York nor its employees or agents shall have any liability for money damages by reason of the city or such employees or agents failure to act in accordance with the provisions of this special permit.
