TITLE:
To amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to increasing the fees charged for applications filed with the board of standards and appeals.

ADMINISTRATIVE CODE:
Amends subdivisions 1, 2, 3, 4 and 5 of section 25-202 of the administrative code.

ANALYSIS:

Section 25-202 of the administrative code of the City of New York establishes fees for various applications for variances, special permits, appeals and amendments under the jurisdiction of the Board of Standards and Appeals (“the Board”). Currently, such fees range between the mid-$200 range to the mid-$3,000 range, depending on the substantive nature of the application.  

Section one of the proposed legislation would increase the amount of such fees by approximately 25% each, with the exception of any fees specifically related to variance applications for one and two family homes or related to administrative appeals for one, two and three family homes, which will remain the same.  The Mayor’s Memorandum of Support states that such increases are necessary to respond to the increased cost of the Board’s operations; the Board’s application fees have not occurred since 1991.  

In addition, §1 of the proposed legislation would delete the current subsection 4(a) of §25-202, which establishes the fee structure for applications for administrative review under the loft conversion provisions of the zoning resolution.  According to the Mayor’s Memorandum in Support, this change is necessary because the Board of Standards and Appeals no longer oversees such applications. 


Finally, §1 of the proposed legislation would correct technical errors that create conflict between the current sections dealing with square footage parameters for variances and special permits – set forth in subsection (1)(b)(3) – and those dealing with the time parameters for extensions of time and term, as set forth in current subsections (1)(g)(1 – 4). 

EFFECTIVE DATE:


Pursuant to §2 of the proposed legislation, this local law shall take effect immediately.
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
