TITLE:

A Local Law to amend the administrative code of New York City in relation to providing legal counsel for low-income eligible tenants who are subject to eviction, ejectment or foreclosure proceedings  

BILL SUMMARY:

Prop. Int. 214-A would require the Office of Civil Justice to establish a program for the provision of legal counsel for low-income tenants who are subject to eviction, ejectment or foreclosure proceedings. The bill requires the coordinator of the Office of Civil Justice, to (i) identify organizations eligible to provide legal services for eligible individuals, (ii) develop a plan for providing such legal services, (iii) establish procedures for the monitoring such provision, and (iv) annually review the performance of the providers.

Prop. Int. 214-A further ensures the designation of a legal organization(s) to expeditiously be assigned to represent an eligible individual upon request from (i) the eligible individual, (ii) a judge or administrative judge or (iii) a designated organization. Finally, Prop. Int. 214-A requires the coordinator of the Office of Civil Justice to provide each designated organization with fair compensation to promote high quality representation.
