RESOLUTION NO. 1072

Resolution approving the decision of the City Planning Commission on ULURP No. C 240151 MMQ, an amendment to the City Map (L.U. No. 357).

WHEREAS, WF Industrial VII LLC, filed an application pursuant to Sections 197‑c and 199 of the New York City Charter, and Section 5-430 et seq. of the New York City Administrative Code for an amendment to the City Map involving:
1. the elimination, discontinuance, and closing of 153rd Way between South Conduit Avenue and Byron Street; and
2. the elimination, discontinuance, and closing of Byron Street between 145th Avenue and 146th Avenue; and
3. the elimination, discontinuance, and closing of 145th Road between Byron Street and 155th Street; and
4. the adjustment of grades and block dimensions necessitated thereby;
including authorization for any acquisition or disposition of real property related thereto, in Community District 13, Borough of Queens, in accordance with Map No. 5044 dated February 20, 2025, revised July 7, 2025, and signed by the Borough President (ULURP No. C 240151 MMQ) (the “Application”);
WHEREAS, the City Planning Commission filed with the Council on August 8, 2025 its decision dated July 30, 2025 (the “Decision”), on the Application;
WHEREAS, the Decision is subject to review and action by the Council pursuant to Section 197‑d(b)(3) of the City Charter;
WHEREAS, upon due notice, the Council held a public hearing on the Decision and Application on August 20, 2025;
WHEREAS, the Council has considered the land use implications and other policy issues relating to the Decision and Application; and 
WHEREAS, the Council has considered the relevant environmental issues, including the Conditional Negative Declaration issued on July 30, 2025 (CEQR No. 24DCP068Q) (the “Conditional Negative Declaration”).
RESOLVED:
The Council finds that the action described herein will have no significant impact on the environment as set forth in the Conditional Negative Declaration.
Pursuant to Sections 197‑d and 199 of the City Charter and on the basis of the Decision and Application, and based on the environmental determination and consideration described in the report, C 240151 MMQ, incorporated by reference herein, and the record before the Council, the Council approves the Decision for an amendment to the City Map:
RESOLVED, by the City Planning Commission, pursuant to Sections 197-c and 199 of the New York City Charter and Section 5-430 et seq. of the New York City Administrative Code that based on the environmental determination and the consideration described in this report, the application (C 240151 MMQ) for an amendment to the City Map involving:
1. the elimination, discontinuance and closing of 153rd Way between South Conduit Avenue and Byron Street; and 
2. the elimination, discontinuance and closing of Byron Street between 145th Avenue and 146th Avenue; and 
3. the elimination, discontinuance and closing of 145th Road between Byron Street and 155th Street; and 
4. the adjustment of grades and block dimensions necessitated thereby;

including authorization for any acquisition or disposition of real property related thereto, in Community District 13, Borough of Queens, in accordance with Map No. 5044 dated February 20, 2025 and revised July 7, 2025, and signed by the Borough President is hereby approved; and be it further
RESOLVED, that pursuant to Section 5-432 of the New York City Administrative Code, the City Planning Commission determines that “such closing or discontinuance will further the health, safety, pedestrian or vehicular circulation, housing, economic development or general welfare of the City”; and be it further
RESOLVED, that, pursuant to Section 5-433 of the New York Administrative Code, the City Planning Commission adopts the legally required number of counterparts of Map No. 5044 dated July 7, 2025, providing for the elimination, discontinuance and closing of a portion of 153rd Way, Byron Street, and 145th Road; particularly described as follows:
DISCONTINUING AND CLOSING OF A PORTION OF 153RD WAY, BYRON STREET, AND 145TH ROAD, BOROUGH OF QUEENS, AS SHOWN ON THE CITY OF NEW YORK OFFICE OF THE BOROUGH PRESIDENT OF QUEENS MAP NO. 5044, DATED FEBRUARY 20, 2025 AND REVISED JULY 7, 2025.

Starting at a point 458.89 feet south of southeasterly corner of the intersection between 153rd Ct. and South Conduit Ave. and running 184.76 feet to the south along easterly line of 153rd Ct. (established), thence;
a. running 361.73 feet along the southeasterly line of Byron St (eliminated), thence;
b. running 175.00 feet along a course that makes an interior angle to the right of the previous course of 270 degrees, thence;
c. running 50.00 feet along a course that makes an interior angle to the left of the previous course of 90 degrees, thence;
d. running 175.00 feet along a course that makes an interior angle to the left of the previous course of 90 degrees, thence;
e. running 200.00 feet along a course that makes an interior angle to the right of the previous course of 270 degrees, thence;
f. running 60.00 feet along a course that makes an interior angle to the left of the previous course of 90 degrees, thence;
g. running 87.34 feet along a course that makes an interior angle to the left of the previous course of 325 degrees, 10 minutes, and 30 seconds, thence;
h. running 178.91 feet along a course that makes an interior angle to the right of the previous course of 325 degrees, 10 minutes, and 30 seconds, thence;
i. running 50.00 feet along a course that makes an interior angle to the left of the previous course of 90 degrees, thence;
j. running 250.81 feet along a course that makes an interior angle to the left of the previous course of 90 degrees, thence;
k. running 270.87 feet along a course that makes an interior angle to the right of the previous course of 214 degrees, 49 minutes, and 30 seconds, thence;
l. running 63.34 feet along a curve to the right to the POINT OF BEGINNING, with a radius of 25.000 feet, said course forming an angle of 145 degrees, 10 minutes, and 30 seconds with the radial line to the curve center and the previous course.

All such approvals being subject to the following conditions:

a. The subject amendment to the City Map shall take effect on the day following the day on which certified counterparts of Map No. 5044 dated February 20, 2025 and revised July 7, 2025 are filed with the appropriate agencies in accordance with Section 198 subsection c of the New York City Charter. 
b. The subject amendment to the City Map shall not be filed with the appropriate agencies in accordance with condition “a” above until the applicant shall have executed a mapping agreement protecting the city's interest, approved as to form and sufficiency by the Corporation Counsel and accepted by the City Planning Commission (the “Mapping Agreement”). If such agreement is not accepted by the City Planning Commission within two years of the date of this resolution, the approved amendment to the City Map may be returned to the City Planning Commission for rescission; and 
c.  The Mapping Agreement shall contain provisions governing, in connection with development of the former streets the property owner will be required to complete a remedial investigation, submit testing results and, to the extent DEP requires, a Remedial Action Plan (RAP) for review and approval by DEP prior to the issuance of a Temporary Certificate of Occupancy for the Development. The Applicant also agrees that any new commercial warehouse where the heating, ventilation and air conditioning (HVAC) system and hot water equipment does not utilize electricity, must exclusively use natural gas as the type of fuel, and ensure that the HVAC system and the hot water equipment stack(s) is located at the highest tier and at least 45 feet above grade, and at least 137.5 feet from the eastern lot line of Block 15001, Lot 105 to avoid any potential significant adverse air quality impact. These requirements will be embodied in the Mapping Agreement to be executed in connection with the demapping all of the foregoing as specified in the Conditional Negative Declaration issued July 30, 2025; and
d. The subject streets to be discontinued and closed shall be discontinued and closed on the day following the day on which such maps adopted by this resolution shall be filed in the offices specified by law.
