	Title: A Local Law to amend the Administrative Code of the City of New York, in relations to littering to include all premises in the Citywide routing system.

	Summary of Legislation The proposed local law would amend section 16-118.1 of the Administrative Code to establish residential routing hours similar to those currently affecting the commercial districts of New York City. The Department of Sanitation (DOS) shall implement a citywide routing system for the enforcement as it relates to the cleaning of sidewalks, flagging, curbstones and roadway areas by owners, lessees, tenants, occupants or persons in charge of any premises. The citywide enforcement routing system shall limit the issuance of notices of violation, appearance tickets or summonses within any residential or commercial district to a total of no more than two hours each day, provided that each such predetermined period shall be one hour. DOS shall establish and distribute a citywide schedule of periods for issuing notices of violation to the owners, lessees, tenants, occupants or person in charge of any premises by the use of flyers, community meetings or such other techniques as the Commissioner determines as reasonable and useful. 

If the average street cleanliness ratings of a residential or commercial district declines over a three-month period when compared with the same three-month period in Fiscal 2000, the Commissioner may provide an additional predetermined period of one hour per day during which notices of violation, appearance tickets or summonses may be issued. The Commissioner could also add a one-hour period a day if it is determined that the total two hours a day is not sufficient to maintain the cleanliness of an area. A notice of any increase in the number of hours during which violations, appearance tickets or summonses can be issued or of any change in such hours shall be given to the community board, the owners, lessees, tenants, occupants or persons in charge no less than forty-five days prior to the implementation of the increase or change.   



	Effective Date The proposed local law would take effect ninety days after its enactment into law.
