Calling upon the Empire State Development Corp and the Lower Manhattan Development Corporation to allocate discretionary funds to provide disaster-related income support to displaced workers throughout New York City impacted by September 11.

Reasons for Support:
The city lost tens of thousands of jobs following the attacks of September 11th. The city’s unemployment rate continues to climb, reaching 7.6% citywide in February 2002, and over 10% in black and Latino communities. During the time it takes for the city’s economy to recover, unemployed workers still need to put food on the table. Using federal disaster relief funding for income support acknowledges the profound impact of the attacks on ordinary workers while providing them with much-needed assistance.
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
