	Summary of Legislation: This legislation would allow any parent or guardian of a student to “provide such student with a cellular telephone for any lawful use en route to and from school” and would require that “no person…interfere with the provision of such telephone to, or the use of such telephone by, such student.”  Such interference would entitle the aggrieved party to “seek equitable relief in any court of competent jurisdiction.”

	Effective Date: This local law would take effect ninety days after its enactment into law.
