	AN ACT to amend the administrative code of the city of New York and the retirement and social security law, in relation to increasing the mandatory retirement age for uniform members of the New York city police department




I. BACKGROUND
On May 19, 2026, the Committee on Governmental Operations, State and Federal Legislation, chaired by Council Member Gale Brewer, held a vote on Preconsidered SLR 6, State Legislation Resolution requesting the New York State Legislature to pass bills introduced by Senator Scarcella-Spanton, S.5053B, and Assembly Member Fall, A.8178B, “AN ACT to amend the administrative code of the city of New York and the retirement and social security law, in relation to increasing the mandatory retirement age for uniform members of the New York city police department.” Preconsidered SLR 6 passed with 5 votes in the affirmative, 0 votes in the negative, and 0 abstentions.
II. PROPOSED LEGISLATION
The proposed legislation would increase the mandatory retirement age for uniform members of the New York City Police Department from 63 to 65.
