TITLE: A local law in relation to the disapproval of a determination by the Taxi and Limousine Commission to approve an application by the Vin Jac Corp. also known as Vin Jac Corp doing business as Glen-Belle Car Service for the renewal of a license to operate a base station in the borough of Queens.

REASONS FOR SUPPORT: This local law is submitted pursuant to Section 19-511.1 of the Administrative Code of New York City.  The Council was officially informed by Communica​tions from the Mayor received at the Stated Meeting of May 10, 2000 that the Taxi and Limousine Commission had reached four determinations to renew licenses to operate base stations and one determination to approve a license to operate a new base station.  Call up resolution 1392 has been adopted at the Stated Meeting of May 24, 2000 and allows the Council to review these determinations.  The Council must approve or disapprove these application within a ninety day time period.  These applications are first approved by the Taxi and Limousine Commission and forwarded to the Council, the Council Member in whose district the car service will operate and the local Community Board.
