Title:
A Local Law to amend the Charter of the City of New York in relation to the timely and efficient procurement of client services. 



Sponsors:
Council Members Boyland, Jackson et al.

Summary of Legislation:
This legislation would require the Procurement Policy Board (PPB) to enact rules to create schedules for procurement actions effecting human service providers and to attach remedies, including monetary remedies, for failure to meet time lines.   This bill would also require the PPB to enact rules to allow agencies to accept consolidated audits across multiple contracts and multiple agencies from vendors, to expedite renewal and extension of existing client service contracts, and to mandate the preparation of draft and final contract plans by all agencies that procure client services.  The PPB would be required to submit an annual report to the Mayor, Comptroller, and Council setting forth the professional standards for agency contracting officers adopted by the Mayor.

Effective Date:
This local law would take effect 45 days after its enactment.
