The following information was provided by Brooklyn Community Board Ten.


Several organizations, including the 13th Avenue Board of Trade (TBOT), the Dyker Heights Civic Association (DHCA), and the Bay Ridge-Bensonhurst Beautification and Preservation Alliance (BBBPA), have combined their efforts to enhance and beautify the 13th Avenue shopping thoroughfare between Bay Ridge Avenue and 86th Street. New features will include banners, benches, 75 trees, and ornamental stanchions at Bay Ridge Avenue and 86th Street. To further foster a sense of neighborhood identity, TBOT, DHCA, BBBPA and other organizations, including Community Board Ten, have requested that 13th Avenue, between 86th Street and Bay Ridge Avenue, be called “Dyker Heights Boulevard.”
