          2                 CHAIRPERSON AVELLA: I call the

          3  Subcommittee on Zoning and Franchises to order.

          4                 Joining me are Committee members

          5  Melinda Katz, Eric Gioia, and Mike McMahon.

          6                 We have one item on the agenda this

          7  morning. Land Use Number 137, 20045443 TCM. An

          8  application by Gateway Productions, also known as

          9  The West End, to establish, maintain and operate an

         10  unenclosed sidewalk cafe, located at 2909-11

         11  Broadway.

         12                 This item was laid over from April

         13  19th and April 27th meetings. There is a mistake in

         14  the Council calendar. It says "The Subcommittee on

         15  Planning, Dispositions and Concessions." It was laid

         16  over from the Subcommittee on Zoning and Franchises.

         17                 We have one person signed up to

         18  speak. Jeff Spiegel, sir.

         19                 MR. SPIEGEL: Good morning, again.

         20                 CHAIRPERSON AVELLA: If you could just

         21  tell us what the application is, et cetera.

         22                 MR. SPIEGEL: The application is based

         23  on an increase in the number of chairs from 37 to 48

         24  within the same space that the cafe has been

         25  approved at, as recently as 12 months ago. And, so,
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          2  I'm here asking for the privilege for the West End

          3  to put more chairs in and pay lots more money to the

          4  City of New York.

          5                 CHAIRPERSON AVELLA: At least your

          6  honest.

          7                 We've also been joined by Council

          8  Member Christine Quinn.

          9                 Staff visited the location, they

         10  didn't find any problems. Unfortunately, apparently

         11  the community board did not issue a recommendation

         12  on this, however, the Borough President issued no

         13  recommendation either.

         14                 Any questions from the Committee

         15  members?

         16                 That's it. Thank you.

         17                 MR. SPEIGEL: Thank you very much.

         18                 CHAIRPERSON AVELLA: There's nobody

         19  else signed up to speak on this item, I will close

         20  the public hearing on it, and I will ask Counsel to

         21  call the roll.

         22                 Chair recommends approval.

         23                 COUNSEL TO COMMITTEE: Avella.

         24                 CHAIRPERSON AVELLA: Aye.

         25                 COUNSEL TO COMMITTEE: Quinn.
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          2                 COUNCIL MEMBER QUINN: Aye.

          3                 COUNSEL TO COMMITTEE: Gioia.

          4                 COUNCIL MEMBER GIOIA: Yes.

          5                 COUNSEL TO COMMITTEE: Katz.

          6                 COUNCIL MEMBER KATZ: Aye.

          7                 COUNSEL TO COMMITTEE: McMahon.

          8                 COUNCIL MEMBER McMAHON: Aye.

          9                 COUNSEL TO COMMITTEE: By a vote of

         10  five in the affirmative, none in the negative, with

         11  no abstentions, the aforementioned item is approved

         12  and referred to the full Committee.
