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TITLE:
AN ACT to amend the retirement and social security law, in relation to deputy sheriffs of the city of New York who are incapacitated in the performance of their duties

BACKGROUND:

According to the Sponsor’s Memorandum in Support (MIS), employment as a deputy sheriff in New York City has become, during the past several years, increasingly hazardous.  The proposed legislation, which provides for accidental disability retirement for deputy sheriffs employed by the City of New York who are incapactitated due to an accident in the performance of their duties, would ensure that these officers are adequately protected when injured in the course of their employment.

PROPOSED LEGISLATION:

This bill would amend the Retirement and Social Security Law by adding a new section 605-c that creates an accidental disability retirement for deputy sheriffs employed by the City of New York who are incapacitated due to an accident that occurs in the performance of their duties. The annual retirement allowance shall be a pension of three-quarters of final average salary. Section 608 is amended by adding a new subdivision “e” which provides that final average compensation shall be the average wages earned during any five consecutive years that provide the highest average wage for the member. In response to the Governor’s veto of a similar bill last year, the language on line 9 of the current bill reads: as a result of an accident, where it previously read: as the result of an injury.
