TITLE:  

To amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to the penalties for littering, and to repeal subdivision 5 of section 16-118 of the administrative code of the city of New York, relating to the distribution of advertising matter.
BILL SUMMARY:

This bill eliminates a section of the Administrative Code relating to the distribution of advertising material and adds a subsection relating to spitting in a public space or a stairway of a private building. It also eliminates the possibility of jail time for these offenses and allows for only a civil penalty for violating certain littering provisions.  These civil penalties would be returnable to the office of administrative trials and hearings.    
CODE SECTIONS AFFECTED:

· Adds new paragraph (b) subdivision 1 to Administrative Code section §16-118.
· Repeals subdivision 5 of Administrative Code section §16-118.  
· Amends subdivisions 1, 8, 9, 10, and 11 of section §16-118.  
EFFECTIVE DATE:

Six months after enactment and shall apply to proceedings for enforcement of section 16-118 of the administrative code commenced on and after such date.
