SUMMARY OF LEGISLATION: Int. No. 770 would require the Department for the Aging (DFTA) to operate the home-delivered meals (HDM) program, to maintain or improve the nutritional status of older adults who are unable to prepare meals, such that each older adult authorized to receive home-delivered meals is provided with at least one meal a day, seven days a week, 365 days a year. All contracts between DFTA and a home-delivered meal provider in effect on or after the effective date would be covered under this legislation.

IMPACT ON REVENUES: It is anticipated that there would be no impact on revenues resulting from the enactment of this legislation. The Office of Management and Budget’s (OMB) estimate of this legislation’s impact on the City’s revenues is consistent with the Council’s estimate.

IMPACT ON EXPENDITURES: It is expected that the uptake rate for weekend meals in the HDM program initiated by this legislation would be similar to the current uptake rate for weekday meals. As a result, the Council anticipates that approximately 1.5 million additional meals would be necessary annually to implement the legislation. At a reimbursement rate of $14.78 per meal, providing 1.5 million additional meals would cost about $22.6 million annually.

In Fiscal 2025, DFTA underspent its budget for the HDM program by approximately $13.6 million. Assuming a similar level of underspending in Fiscal 2026, it is estimated that an additional $9.1 million would be needed to meet the requirements of this legislation. The Council estimates that in Fiscal 2026 the prorated number of additional meals required would be approximately 472,000, which would cost about $7 million. As a result of underspending, DFTA would not require any additional funding in Fiscal 2026. 

OMB’s estimate assumes a greater uptake rate and does not account for the programmatic underspending that the Council assumes and therefore does not align with the Council’s estimate.
