	Title: An act to authorize the New York City Employees’ Retirement system to accept an application for a Final Medical Review from Barry Kimmel. 


	Sponsors:  Council Member Baez



	Summary of Legislation: This bill would authorize the New York City Employees’ Retirement (NYCERS) system to request a final medical review for the purposes of receiving disability benefits.  An employee of the Housing Authority, he applied for these benefits in June of 2000 and his appeal of that decision coincided with the events of 9/11 where Mr. Kimmel lost his brother-in-law, and since that time he has been responsible for his sister and her two children.  Since the NYCERS Board does not allow an appeal to go forward as a result of a missed deadline, the only remedy in order for Mr. Kimmel to receive a fair hearing on this matter is through a change in statute.

	Effective Date:  This legislation shall take effect immediately.
