         12  dwell in our hearts, that we have respect for each

         13  life and respect for the diversity of all in this

         14  magnificent city.

         15                 As we vote today on certain

         16  legislation and bills, let our deliberations be

         17  tempered with a sense of justice and mercy. Let our

         18  presence here today also be one of healing within

         19  the City, as servants and stewards we are in a

         20  position of dealing with all of the ills and

         21  darkness, the crime and violence which are still

         22  present.

         23                 As we prepare for Thanksgiving Day we

         19  take a moment out to address us in Greek, and then

         20  our own Finance Director, who is an excellent

         21  translator, will translate for us.

         22                 MS. MIHALTSES: I will try my best.

         23                 This is the fifth time that the

         24  Governor has visited New York, this is his first

         25  official visit to New York. He is here because this
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          2  weekend the Kastorian Society, which is the largest

          3  Greek-American Society, will be holding their annual

          4  dinner dance.

          5                 He would like to thank every single

          6  one of the Council members for you opening up your

          7  hand and allowing him to come visit you today. And

          8  he also would like to extend his fellowship, if

          9  anyone ever visits Kastoria, you are welcome to come

         10  and visit him, the way you have welcomed him here at

         11  City Hall today.

         12                 PUBLIC ADVOCATE GREEN: By a vote of

         13  40 nothing, it is adopted and referred to the

         14  Committee on Land Use.

         15                 Mr. Speaker, your time.

         16                 SPEAKER VALLONE: Yes, just very

         17  quickly, many of you are aware of the fact, and many

         18  of you are already co-sponsors and all of you are

         19  invited to join on the bill we are introducing

         20  today, which would open up reasonable access to City

         21  Hall.

         22                 Anyone who would like to join on it,

         23  take a look at the bill. I think it is pretty much

         24  what we have already decided in the past.

         25                 In addition to that, I am going to
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          2  ask you to vote later on something we already voted

          3  on, that is for the sales tax exemption for clothing

          4  under $110. You will recall that in a bipartisan

          5  fashion both the Mayor and the Council agree that

          6  we, as of December 1st, wanted to do away with the

          7  City portion of the sales tax, which is four

          8  percent. And because the State had difficulty

          9  balancing its own budget, it decided to put off its

         10  portion as well as our portion of the sales tax

         11  until March 1st.

         12                 What I am asking for today is only

         13  what we already did, allow us in the City to at

         14  least give that same break to our residents starting

         15  now, December 1st.

         16                 The Assembly and the Senate are going

         17  back into session some time in the next ten days or

         18  so, it will take them all of a minute to repass what

         19  they have already passed, and I think it would be

         20  helpful if all of you signed on to what I have asked

         21  them to do, and I think we can give an early holiday

         22  break to New York City residents by at least

         23  eliminating that four percent, which would be $4 on

         24  evert $100. In addition to which I want to remind

         25  all of my colleagues, we already budgeted that
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          2  money. That $51 million is in our budget, it doesn't

          3  affect our budget whatsoever, and it would be very

          4  nice if we could expedite giving that four percent.

          5                 Also, I want to remind you to diary

          6  ahead until December 16th, which is our last

          7  meeting. We are planning a surprise for a Christmas

          8  holiday party, since it is the end of the century.

          9  We will all be going on a cruise, I think. You don't

         10  have to pack any luggage, it will only be a couple

         11  of hours around Manhattan Island.

         12                 In addition to that, I want to have a

         13  very pleasant announcement that our Chief of Staff,

         14  Bruce Bender, and his beautiful wife Amy, and his

         15  beautiful daughter Rebecca, have just been joined by

         16  another daughter named Sarah Morgan. So, we send our

         17  blessings. And let the record reflect that the

         18  entire City Council joined in welcoming Sarah Morgan

         19  to our great City, to our great country and to our

         20  great world.

         21                 Thank you very much, that completes

         22  my remarks.

         23                 PUBLIC ADVOCATE GREEN: Thank you, Mr.

         24  Speaker.

         25                 Would anyone seek to be recognized
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          2  now during the discussion of general orders for up

          3  to two minutes? Council Member, I see, Sabini. Then

          4  Council Member Fiala. In that order.

          5                 COUNCIL MEMBER SABINI: Thank you, Mr.

          6  Public Advocate.

          7                 I rise in support of Resolution 973,

          8  which comes out of our Committee on Civil Service

          9  and Labor. What that resolution states is that, it

         10  addresses a very familiar site to New York motorists

         11  who may cross the Williamsburg Bridge, or take a

         12  scenic cruise on the East River, we have passed the

         13  Domino Sugar Factory for many, many years. In fact,

         14  the site of that factory was run by one of the

         15  founders of Brooklyn, Havameyer.

         16                 Domino is no longer Domino, it is

         17  owned by a multi-national London name, Tate and

         18  Lyle, and the members of Local 1814 of the

         19  International Longshoremen's Association there have

         20  been on strike since June of this year. They have

         21  been working without a contract since October of

         22  last year, so it is now 13 months without a

         23  contract. And what Tate and Lyle has offered those

         24  workers is significant cutbacks in their benefits,

         25  significant cutbacks in their pay. They have asked
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          2  those workers in the time of a boom economy to be --

          3  basically to break their union, to make those jobs

          4  not full-time jobs anymore.

          5                 So, as we go into the holiday season,

          6  people are doing baking, people are spending lots of

          7  time in the holiday, I just want you to remember,

          8  Dominos is not what it was, and they are not

          9  treating their workers fairly.

         10                 What the resolution seeks to do is to

         11  bring people back to the bargaining table, and to

         12  give a break to those workers who have been on the

         13  picket line now for a long time.

         14                 It is starting to get cold, when the

         15  wind starts whipping up the East River Tate and Lyle

         16  hopes the workers will give the resolve up. I hope

         17  that we stand shoulder to shoulder with those men

         18  and women in support of their rights as workers and

         19  support of their rights as New Yorkers. You know, in

         20  this.com economy you still have sugar in your

         21  coffee, they provide an essential service, and I am

         22  hoping most New Yorkers who find out about this will

         23  not be using Dominos over the holiday. But I urge

         24  you to support Resolution 973, and I thank Chair

         25  Lucy Cruz for her involvement in this.
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          2                 PUBLIC ADVOCATE GREEN: Thank you,

          3  Council Member Sabini.

          4                 In order, Council Members Fiala,

          5  Reed, Spigner and Leffler.

          6                 COUNCIL MEMBER FIALA: Thank you, Mr.

          7  Public Advocate.

          8                 Very quickly, I want to speak to Land

          9  Use 508 and its companion resolution. This is a

         10  historic bill that will rezone South East Anadale,

         11  it is my district. It has been in the works for

         12  several years, and I look forward to this body

         13  passing it.

         14                 That aside, I want to speak to the

         15  Speaker's resolution. I want to applaud him for

         16  taking this step to move up to the start date of the

         17  sales tax reduction.

         18                 I think this is important. This is a

         19  regressive tax, and disproportionately affects the

         20  working poor, and those in our society who have the

         21  least.

         22                 I thought pushing it out to March was

         23  a mistake. I think accelerating it to December 1st

         24  is a huge advantage.

         25                 I would like to bring to your
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          2  attention that I and my colleagues offered a piece

          3  of legislation back in May, Reso 772, which would

          4  call for the complete elimination for the sales tax

          5  effective December 30th, with no cap.

          6                 Mr. Speaker, I support your move. I

          7  think this will go a long way to helping those in

          8  our society, particularly at a time of the year when

          9  they are strapped to an even larger extent than they

         10  normally are. This will help those families, and I

         11  think it is an early holiday present. So I am going

         12  to support your resolution.

         13                 I would like the Council to consider

         14  coming back and addressing our resolution, which

         15  would do away with the cap. There is no reason to

         16  have a cap. I will give you the figure. According to

         17  OMB, the start date of December for $110 cap is $37

         18  million cost to the City. Under our proposal with no

         19  cap, it is a cost of $51 million effective December.

         20                 I read in the paper today that we

         21  have put $51 million aside in anticipation of this.

         22  I think we would illustrate to the people we

         23  represent that we are serious about tax reduction,

         24  if we would tell the state (a) move up the start

         25  date; (b) remove the cap completely. Once and for

         18                 Today I am speaking to you in support

         19  of two items on today's general order calendar,

         20  Intro. No. 458 and Intro. No. 460, both bills

         21  continue tax exemptions and abatements that have

         22  been in effect for a number of years and are offered

         23  pursuant to state law for the rehabilitation of

         24  existing housing.

         25                 Intro. No. 458 extends the J-51
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          2  program for multiple dwellings and Intro. No. 460

          3  extends what is often referred to as the J-51 for

          4  single room occupancy housing, SROs.

          5                 The J-51 program has encouraged

          6  owners of multiple dwellings to improve and renovate

          7  their buildings, thereby maintaining and enhancing

          8  the quality of the housing stock in the City.

          9                 In turn, owners receive significant

         10  property tax reductions or an elimination of such

         11  taxes.

         12                 The amount and type of J-51 benefits

         13  received depends on the level of government

         14  involvement in the rehabilitation, the local of the

         15  property, as well as the extent and nature of the

         16  improvement.

         17                 Examples of improvement to multiple

         18  dwellings that are eligible under J-51 include the

         19  installation and/or replacement of heating, plumbing

         20  or roofing systems, wiring, windows, elevators and

         21  other renovations that qualify as major capital

         22  improvements, MCIs.

         23                 Each fiscal year approximately 80,000

         24  to 100,000 units of housing are renovated with the

         25  assistance of the J-51 programs. Intro. No. 458
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          2  extends the eligibility date under the J-51 programs

          3  to December 21, 2003.

          4                 Under the J-51 SRO programs, also

          5  referred to as 488-A, which is its section number

          6  under the real property tax law, owners of SRO

          7  buildings receive tax abatement and exemptions for

          8  improving and renovating their properties.

          9                 Similar to the regular J-51 program,

         10  eligible improvements include the upgrading or

         11  replacement of heating systems, electrical systems,

         12  elevators, plumbing, fire escapes and roofing. This

         13  program allows owners to make improvements to SRO

         14  housing and yet not displace the primary low-income

         15  tenants who reside in them.

         16                 Although this program is very small,

         17  it is one of the measures used to help protect this

         18  limited mass of housing stock in the City.

         19                 Intro. No. 460 extends the

         20  eligibility under the J-51 for SRO program to

         21  December 31, 2002.

         22                 I urge my colleagues to support both

         23  Intros No 458 and No. 460.

         24                 Thank you, Mr. Public Advocate, for

         25  your consideration.
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          2                 PUBLIC ADVOCATE GREEN: Thank you,

          3  Council Member Spigner.

          4                 Council Member Leffler.

          5                 COUNCIL MEMBER LEFFLER: Yes, I would

          6  also like to join to vote aye in favor of the Land

          7  Use items.

         23  looking at measures to reduce illegal conversions.

         24                 Illegal conversions are the flip side

         25  of the need for housing in New York City and one way
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          2  in which we maintain and upgrade and make available

          3  housing is my, the J-51 program, which is very

          4  important, in order to provide the incentives for

          5  owners to upgrade and rehabilitate housing.

          6                 So, as we consider measures to

          7  prevent and restrict illegal conversions, I think it

          8  is important that we vote today in favor of Intro.

          9  458 to make available more housing units that people

         10  need so much in New York City.

         13  restitution of assets seized by the Nazis and

         14  nationalized by the Communist government in Poland.

         15                 Council Member Dear. I will act as

         16  co-sponsor and ask to waive the reading and ask for

         17  immediate consideration.

         18                 PUBLIC ADVOCATE GREEN: Are there any

         19  objections to this immediate consideration?

         20                 Hearing none, all of those in favor,

         21  please say aye.

         22                 Opposed, no.

         23                 The immediate consideration is

         24  similarly adopted.

         25                 SPEAKER VALLONE: Thank you.
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          2                 PUBLIC ADVOCATE GREEN: General

          3  Discussion now. Would anyone like to speak on any

          4  topic?

          5                 Council Member Margarita Lopez, and

          6  others.

          7                 Council Member.

          8                 COUNCIL MEMBER LOPEZ: I just

          9  introduced a bill today, a resolution, and I want to

         10  call the attention of all of my colleagues to this

         11  issue.

         12                 In my community I have a series of

         13  day care centers whose abuses from the

         14  Administration of this City are undescribable.

         15                 Workers from these day care centers

         16  have gone for six weeks, seven weeks, two months

         17  without being paid. This is unacceptable. When the

         18  monies have been allocated, when the budget has been

         19  settled, and the money is available there. The

         20  contracts have been signed. There is no reason

         21  whatsoever that this workers shouldn't be paid, and

         22  the money should be released to them.

         23                 In a particular case of a day care

         24  center in my area, the monies that were not released

         25  to this particular day care center even affected the
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          2  food that the children are supposed to receive for

          3  their meals in there.

          4                 I invite every Council member to

          5  sponsor this resolution, to get to the bottom of why

          6  this is happening consistently and continually in

          7  this City.

          8                 It is my understand from part of the

          9  union president, that this is something that has

         10  been happening for years and that these contracts

         11  are not fulfilled and not complied with and the

         12  explanation for it to this day, I have not received

         13  it, and I hope that you can join me in the

         14  sponsoring of this resolution.

         15                 The last point I want to make is, I

         16  want to wish to every person in New York City a

         17  happy day of Thanksgiving, particularly to those

         18  people who are living on the streets of New York

         19  City, who don't have a home to cook a meal.

         20                 PUBLIC ADVOCATE GREEN: Thank you,

         21  Council Member Lopez.

         22                 Does anyone else seek to be

         23  recognized?

         24                 Council Member Linares.

         25                 COUNCIL MEMBER LINARES: Thank you so
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          2  much. I rise to bring to the attention of all of my

          3  colleagues that today I am introducing legislation,

          4  Intro. 659, which is legislation seeking to have a

          5  portion of an avenue in Northern Manhattan, the

          6  district that I represent, after the founding father

          7  of the Dominican Republic Juan Pablo Duarte. Duarte

          8  fought all of his life for independence, fought for

          9  the liberty that we all strive for as human beings.

         10  He came at an early age to the United States of

         11  America, and went on to Europe to get an education

         12  and came back to the Dominican Republic to work

         13  hard, and in 1844 was able to declare the Dominican

         14  Republic an independent country.

         15                 Today we are proud of his legacy for

         16  freedom, for liberty, his contribution to human

         17  kind, and as an indication of the hard work that

         18  Dominican Americans bring to the City of New York,

         19  and in particular the district that I represent,

         20  Washington Heights, Inwood and Marlboro Hill.

         21                 We are presenting this legislation in

         22  order to recognize the contribution of Juan Pablo

         23  Duarte, and also the contribution of the Dominican

         24  Republic to the rest of the world.

         25                 So, I ask every member of the Council
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          2  to sponsor with me this legislation which will make

          3  all Dominican Americans proud. And, again, it is a

          4  way of recognizing the contribution they have for

          5  this great City and this great country.

          6                 Thank you very much.

          7                 PUBLIC ADVOCATE GREEN: Thank you,

          8  Council Member Linares.

          9                 Would anyone else seek to be

         10  recognized?

         11                 Council Member Warden.

         12                 COUNCIL MEMBER WARDEN: Thank you very

         13  much, Mr. Public Advocate. I rise in support of the

         14  resolution sponsored by my colleague Margarita

         15  Lopez, concerning the payment of the negotiated

         16  contract settlement with the day care workers. My

         17  district office is in immediate proximity in two of

         18  the day care centers, within the City of New York,

         19  and one of them I served as Chairman of the Board

         20  for over a decade, prior to my election of this

         21  body.

         22                 Undoubtedly, you can imagine as the

         23  staff leave for work and go to the subway station or

         24  the bus stop, they pass my office, they knock on the

         25  door and they come in and tell me about this issue.
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          2                 I think it is unconscionable that the

          3  City has not paid what has been negotiated in good

          4  faith. We made the commitment to the day care

          5  workers, we banged out a contract with them, it was

          6  signed, it was sealed, but unfortunately, it has not

          7  been delivered.

          8                 I think it is incumbent upon us to

          9  look into this to see why it has not been delivered.

         10  Is it a question of the cashflow, even though we

         11  have a surplus? Is it a question of the will of the

         12  Department? Well, we have to make sure that the

         13  other side of the hall does what it is expected to

         14  do, particularly since it impacts on the care of the

         15  children of our City.

         16                 Thank you.

         17                 PUBLIC ADVOCATE GREEN: Thank you,

         18  Council Member Warden.

         19                 Would anyone else seek to be

         20  recognized?

         21                 Council Member Freed.

         22                 COUNCIL MEMBER FREED: Thank you.

         23                 Yes, I also wanted to rise to speak

         24  on reso 1075, which is the resolution offered by

         25  Council Member Lopez about asking for a hearing on
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          2  the delay of the wage payments for day care workers

          3  in the Administration for Children's Services.

          4                 Similar things have happened over the

          5  years, including not only just ACS but day care

          6  workers, and as Chair of the Contracts Committee, we

          7  continue to hear of numerous not-for-profits in one

          8  way or another where the money that is supposed to

          9  be turned over because of the individual agencies

         10  has failed to be turned over or they are delayed.

         11                 And with the ongoing delays, the

         12  problems of course are that it tends to hit people

         13  who in many cases are not well paid, are not the

         14  highest paid people, and they depend and live

         15  day-to-day or week-to-week and depend on their

         16  salaries, and yet these are the people that are

         17  continually the ones who are injured by this. And it

         18  is a shame that this continues to happen. I commend

         19  Council Member Lopez for putting this in, and urge

         20  us to have a hearing soon, not just on why the money

         21  is not being paid over to day care workers, when

         22  clearly there is a contract in place and they are

         23  supposed to be paid over, but on a lot of the other

         24  not-for-profits that have similar problems.

         25                 And I would urge any of my colleagues
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          2  who know of similar cases where not-for-profits are

          3  not being paid, that you would please let me or my

          4  Committee Counsel Andrew Neuman know about this

          5  because we are trying to track a lot of these.

          6                 So, thank you.

          7                 PUBLIC ADVOCATE GREEN: Thank you,

          8  Council Member Freed.

          9                 Does anyone else seek to speak at

         10  this time?

         11                 Seeing no one with much, or anything

         12  to say -- Council Member Fisher not even you? That

         13  means it is over. The Stated Meeting is adjourned.

         14                 SPEAKER VALLONE: Thank you, Mr.

         15  Public Advocate.
