A local law to amend the administrative code of the city of New York, in relation to the regulation of short-term residential rentals

This legislation would require persons who accept fees in connection with providing booking services to provide the address of the units, the name and address of the person offering the unit for short-term rental, whether the rental is for the entirety of the unit or part of a unit and any other information to be determined by the Office of Special Enforcement. The persons accepting fees would be subject to a civil penalty between $5,000 and $25,000 per unit for failure to comply with provisions of this legislation.

120 days after it becomes law.
