	Summary of Legislation: This legislation requires that an audible announcement shall be made not more than 10 minutes prior to the start of any performance or program to notify the occupants of the locations of exits to be used in the event of a fire or other emergency. In the case of motion picture theatres, the announcement may be projected upon the screen in a manner approved by the fire commissioner of the City of New York (the “Commissioner”).


	Effective Date: This local law shall take effect 120 days after its enactment; except that the Commissioner shall take all actions necessary to implement this local law on or before the date upon which it shall take effect.
