City Planning Commission decision approving an application submitted by the Department of Housing Preservation and Development, pursuant to Section 505 of Article 15 of the General Municipal (Urban Renewal) Law of New York State and Section 197-c of the New York City Charter, for the Second Amendment to the Arverne Urban Renewal Plan for the Arverne Urban Renewal Area.

The proposed plan:

1. Conforms to current HPD language, terminology and methodology.

2. Places restrictions on the total amount of residential units and commercial space.

3. Enhances the protection for the natural resources in this environmentally sensitive area by designating open space sites for nature preserves along the oceanfront and in the central park.

4. Implements some elements of the 1990-approved but not filed City Map change (900151 MMQ) as well as other necessary modifications.  These changes include demapping, reconfiguring, realigning and mapping new streets in the urban renewal area.

5. Removes all previously designated “Q” and “X” parcels from the Plan.

6. Modifies site numbers to reflect the current development plan.
